There bas been organized within a short
time past,fin Philadelphia, s Wowan's Central
Branch of the Pennsylvania Freedmen’s Relief
Amociation, auxiliary to the American Freed.
men's Aid Commission, the desiga of which is
to unite into one chanoel the benevolence of
this city and State, and that of our sister States
of New Jerscy and Delaware, in favor of the
freedman. The advantages of systematic and
well organized benevolence bave been too
well shown by the workings of the United
Statcs Savitary and Christian Commissions to
nced further illustration. What was done for
the soldier we propose to do for the freedman.
