Dear Sin:—In your paper of Dec. 31, T notice
that you have copied iy communication to the Del-
aware Republican, upon which you make some very.
worihy comments. Yon say:

¢ Mr. Thompson will have to produce "some better
testimony than his own opinion of the general reli-
gious character of slaveholders, before he.can disturb
the stern facts recorded by Frederick Douglass.”

Hercin you grossly misrepresent me, as you do
every thing connected with slavery. It would not
answer your purposes to publish plain truth upon
all nceasions, as it would not coigeide with your
perverted opiuions. L .

What 1 intended by my communication in the
Delaware Republicau, was only to prove the asser-
tions in the rarrative of ‘{*rederick Douglass to be
fulse, which 1 kuew 1o be se. Butas you do not
consider the evidence of one respectuble white man
as creditable as the assertions of a ranting negro, 1
will produce other testimony than my own, from
gentlemen of respectable standing, to show you that
the assertions of this negro Douglass are nothing
more than gross misrepresentations. Now for the

¢Ie states thot [ used 1o flog and starve him; but
I can put my hand upon my Bible, andiwith a clear
conscience swear that I never struck him in my life,
nor caused any person else to do it. I never allow-
anced one of my slaves: but the tale would nothave
‘answered their (the Abolitionists,) purposes, unless
the slave had been starved, or neurly whipped to
death. ’ :
~ Can'it be helieved that Mr: Gore should deliberate-
1y shoot one of Col. Lloyd’s slaves, and still -be - re-
‘wined in his employ 2 Col. Lloyd was not the man
to suffer sucl an imposition, and 1 know the whole
'story to be false. : .
. Iplaced bim in Baltimore to learn a trade, and told
him that if he would behave himself.and learn his
trade well, when he was 25 years old I would eman-
cipate him ; and he promised me faithfully that bLe
'would do it. *. He does not say one word about this in
 his Narrative, as it would not bave answered to have
 mentioned so much truth.’ .

We publish with the utmost willingness the asove -
Ietter and certificates, ot ouly because: it. is . fair -
play tolet the slaveholders, as -well .as other evil
doers, be heard in their own defence, but also be-
cause we want no betier confirnzation of the general
credibility and truth of Douglass’s narrative - than
such certificates afford.. : :

If any of our.readers have never read the Narra-
tive, we wish they would do so. It purportsto be
a plain statement of facts and circumstances which
occurred to the writer, or within his immediate
knowledge—giving names and incidents, and a'part
of the time, dates, with minute purticularity. Scenes -
of common and. ordinary interest exemplifying ma-
ny of'the peculiar characteristics of the slave sys-
tem as it prevails in -Marylund, - are detailed, and
others of great. cruelty, and inhumanity are narra
ted. .

There is a-peculiarity. of detail, and other
internal evidence of veracity, which, we repeat; will
require something more than Mr. Thompson’s opin-’
ion that the story is false, or the certificates of the
good character of Mr..

Mrc. Thompson must be very green, or else he
must suppose. others very green, if’ he thinks - that
such wordy opinions of accomplices in wickedness
will satisfy the candid public mind of this nation;
which has commenced a . searching scrutiny into
the secret and hidden, as well as. manifest abomi-
nations of the infernal systetn of slavery, that Mr.
Douglass’s statements are ¢ stern falsehoods.’ .

Come, go at that ‘boak, and not
spend your time upon - such - small game as poor
Frederick Douglass, the. ‘recreant slave. :'These -
1000 witnesses are not abolitionists generally, but -
Southern men and women, -statesmen, ZOVernors,
congressmen, bad men and’: good men, from bigh
places and low placesand sacred places, ministers,
deacons, and bishops—and their testimony:challen-:
ges serutiny.  The veuchers are mostly on file.
The work has been extensively circulated . for the.
last six yeais; as well at the South as the North,
and no man has yet uudertaken: to invalidate the
horrid. charges. it prefers against the system. If Mr..
Thompson will onre peruse that worlwith candor -
and attention, he will find a larger business than-
defending the religion ofthe South against the slan-
ders of a Sranting negro’ .
