'Resolvedl, That the United States ought to co-operate with any State
which may adopt a gradual abolishment of slavery, giving to such
State pecuniary aid, to be used by such State in its discretion, to
compensate for the inconvenience, public and private, produced by
such change of system."

Resolved, That his excellency the governor be requested to forward
a copy of tlcse resolutions to the President of the United States and
to our senators and representatives in Congress.
