-Resolved, . That our senators in Congress be instructed, and our repre-
sentatives requested, to urge the passage-of a law that shall put an end to
the slave-trade-in the District of Columbia without delay; and, also, pro-
vide for ascertaining the views- of the people. of said ‘District upon the
question of the entire aholition of slavery therein. . . . . -~

Resolved, That, the governor be requested to forward copies of the fore-
going resolutions to each of our senators and representatives in Congress.
