Chairman of the Non-Violence Good-Will Direct Action Committee and
Thurman Dodson, & Washington, D.C., attornsy, was named Chairmsn of the
Commnittee to work with the Fair fmploymzsnt Practice Committee,

A new group was set up st tais meetiang to mzske plans for a
conference to s Leld next year in New York City to discuss post-war
planning for "free Negroes and darker p=oples."™ At this p"oposed
conference it is planned to draw up "manifesto of four freedoms
to apply to Chinese, Indian peoples and Negroes"™ for prasentation to
ths United Netions Peace Conference follow1ng the war.

herles W. Burton announced that a series of institutes are
planned to tesach non-violent good-will direct action, the first one to
pe held at howard University. He also asserted that transportstion
and public utility companies of Chicago and elsewhers would be asked to
nire Negroes egually and that if these requests are met with rafusals
mass demonstrations will 0e employed.

The majority of the delegztes at the convention were reported
to be leaving for their homes on July 6, 1943. A. Philiv Randolph,
E. Pauline Myers and Aldrich Turner wer~ scheduled to return to New
York City on ths same date.
