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GREAT ANNUAL JUBILEE—AUGUST 1,1643, !

CELELRATION OF THE ANMVERSARY 05 BRITISU
EMANCIPATION BY THE NEW ENGLAND FREE-
DOM ASSOCIATION. ;

This alorious event was celebrated by the New

England Freedom Association, Tuezday, August
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Room, and at the Meeting House, Belknap street,

and joi:ed by another formed at the North part of

the city, consisting of mewmbers of the Associa-
tion, teachers and pupils of Sabbath schools and
oihers friendly to the ohjects of the celebration.—

The procession moved from Belknap, thiough

Beacon, Park, Ticmoat, Court, fHoward, and

Chaidoa streets, to the Chapel.  So gieat wus the

gathering that multitudes were unable to get in at

the Chapel. ~

The President of the Associrtion ealled the
meeting to order, and stated the order of arran_e-
ments.  He was suceeeded by a song from the ji-
venile choir, under the divection of Miss Sawall.

The Rev. Mr. Snowden addressed the throne of
arace 3 and a portion of the Scriptures was read
by Rev. J. C. Beman. Another selection was
performed by the juvenile choir.

The Rev. Mr. Beman addiessed the audience in

a very appropiiate manner. He spoke of the

events of this celebration, of the great amount of

sulierings of those 860,000 buman beings in the

West India Islands while under the yoke, and of

their glovious release from thraldom, through the

etlorts of Wilberforce, Clarkson, and other emi-
nent philanthropists,  He drew a picture of the
situation of millious in the United States, who are
now groaning and pining in bondage, and in the
truest terms spoke ont the condition of the nomi-
nally free colored population. New England’s
free institutions were also fully repiesented,—her
churches, ana corporations,and associations, with
all their cursed prejudices, were reproved in right-
eous terms. He insisted that the colored manashe
was the injured party, could alone feel on this oc-
casion. Freely acknowledging all the sympathies
of our white friends, he considered they could not,
having never been placed in the same circumstan-
ces with the colored people feel as they do in cele-
brating this great event.  Who were the slaves in
the West India Islands?  Colored men. Who
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were repoiced in the great jubilee 2 Colored men,
Who ought now, above all others, celebrate this
day? Colored men.

After alluding to this great cvent at Jamaica,
the night previous, and on the glorious duy of Au-
gust 1st, in a very feeling manner, he Loped in fu-
ture, that every colored man in this country, will
celebrate this as a day of thanksgiving and praise.

The juveniles then performed another of their
selections,

Mr. Scott then made an cloquent specch in-
honor of the day. He hoped blessings wouldl at-
tend the Britous in the great work of Emuncipa-
tion ; he rejoiced in the glorious event und wished
that the United States would imitate so good an
example. He thought it very necessary in order
that the colored people may soon be rid of the
yoke ol slavery m this country, that they become
untted and be as one man. *‘United we stand,
divided we full,”” in this great morcment. Afier
a rehearsal of his travels in ditlerent ceuntries, he
concluded by saymg something concerming Ainer-
ican slavery.

The audience were favored with another song
by the jnveniles,

The Rev. Mr. Snowden made <ome remarks on
the event that had given so much joy to =10 000
humrn beinzs. He spoke of the svstem of sla-
very in the days of Pharaoh, and Moxzes, of ‘the

course the Israelites pursued, and their happy de-
liverance fromn the hand of their oppressors. He
warned modern oppressors to mark the fate of the
'old Ezyptian slave-holders, and advised them to
beware of the interposition of an all-wise Cieator
in behalf of the oppres:ed. George Latmer, the
man who stole hmself, and the Hoa. Janics B,
|Gray the Virgmia man-thief, he appiopriately no-
‘ticed, with many circumstances conunected with
the * peculiar inctitution.” He contrasted the
personal secnrity of the people of the North, with
that of the South. Said be, in the frce States
‘where there are no slaves, who ever heard of in- |
dividuals sleepinz with pistols, Bowie-knives, or
lother deadly weapons about them, fexring the !
horrid etiects of emancipation in tha-c States?
[Are there auy herc who feel afraid of their

¢ throats beinz cut ™’ in consequence of the free

'dom of the ealored man? Docs any brdy beliere

'this to be true? No'—every man, it docs not
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matter what may be hie standing in society, in the
free States, canrepose in the greatest security, with
none to molest or make afraid. The cause of im-
mediate emancipation is onwaerd ; those who have
opportunities to pcruse Southern newspapers, can
hardly look at oae without seeing advertisements
for Bovs and GIRLS!! 60 years of aze and there-
abou!s who have run away from some noble zon of
the South. But thanks be to God, the very appear-
ance is gratifying ; we see ““ Jim*’ leauing ;

“ Bill and Sue,”” with their little all, on wings, |
directing their course by the North star. Thous-

ands have thus emancipated themselves, and are

now fiec inCanada. God speed the cause of Lib- |

erty. He concluded “with the "good advice to

slave-holders and to all sinners, to ** cease to do

evil, and learn to do well.” .

The juveniles then performed a piece called
“Freedom's Jubilee.”

Mr. 8. R. Alexander then took th.¢ stand. He
spoke of the N. E. F. Association whose birthday

is beinr celebrated with the annual Jubilee of |
800,000 emancipated slaves, its objccts and ope- |

ratior.s. He made a few remarks in regard to sla-

very, and submitted to the audience the following |

resolution—

Resolred, That we, like into Hamilka, advise
our childien, as he did his son Hannibal, (a lad
nine years of age,) to ** swear this day eternal en-
mity agamst ** slavery.

Benediction was pronounced by Rev. Mr. Hor-
ton, who made a few remarks respecting the
Chapel i which the celebration was held. He

said it was a free Chapel. There is no distinction

here. Whether a man’s color is wkite, red, grey,
or any other color, he shall have like rights and
piivileges.  He said that some of those connected
with tlie Weslevan Church worshiping in this
Chapel, were the tirst in the West Indies to ey
out “.Iritute, AciTaTE ! The whole audience
with the juieniles, then sung a cong entitled
* Prayer for the slave,”

A goodly number then reti:ed to another part of

the house where a collation was served up.  The
children also retived to an adjoinins room where
their friends had provided a Pie Nie.

The weather being suitable for the perform-
ance, evervthing passed off in the most oideily
manner. The movementsof thosc concerned were
aighty creditable to the performers. B. F. R.
